FIFTY-NINTH ANNUAL CONVENTION 

DIOCESE OF MISSOURI. 

CHRIST CHURCH CATHEDRAL, ST. LOUIS, 

Tuesday, May 23d, 1899. 

In accordance with Article III. of the Constitution of the Church 
in the Diocese of Missouri, a number of the Clergy and laity 
assembled this day in Christ Church Cathedral, St. Louis, the place 
selected by the last Convention. 

At 10 o'clock A. M. the Clergy, preceded by the Choir, entered 
the Cathedral singing the 491st Hymn, "The Church's One 
Foundation." 

The opening sentences and service to the First Lesson were read 
by the Rev. F. N. Chapman, of Trinity Church, Kirksville, Mo. 

The First Lesson was read by the Rev. G. A. Ottman, of St. 
Louis, Chaplain of the Second Regiment of Missouri. 

The Second Lesson was read by the Rev. C. M. C. Mason, of 
All Saints' Church, St. Louis. 

The Creed and Prayers were read by the Rev. F. M. \Veddell, of 
Christ Church, Rolla, Mo. 

The Epistle was read by the Rev. C. F. Collins, of St. Matthew's 
Mission, St. L<;mis. 
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The Gospel was read by the Rev. J.P. T. Ingraham, D. D., of 
Grace Church, St. Louis. 

The Convention Sermon was then preached by the Rev. W. A. 
Hatch, of St. Jude's Church, Monroe City, Mo. 

The Offertory sentences and notices were read b:y the Very Rev. 
Carroll M. Davis, Dean of the Cathedral. 

The Holy Communion was then celebrated by the Rt. Rev. the 
Bishop of the Diocese. 

On reassembling in the Schuyler Memorial House, the Rt. Rev. 
the Bishop called the Convention to order, and the Secretary of the 
last Convention proceeded, under order of the Bishop, to call the roll 
of Clergy canonically resident in the Diocese, and thirty-eight 
Clergymen answered to their names· .. 

The Rt. Rev. President then called for_ the report of tlfe Standing 
Committee on the Admission of New Parishes and Lay Creden­
tials, appointed at the last Convention, whereupon the Rev. B. F. 
Newton prese11ted the report, which was read by the Secretary, 
including the names of the Lay Delegates entitled to seats m this 
Convention. 

The Secretary then called the roll of Lay Delegates reported by 
the Committee as entitled to seats, and Delegates from twelve 
Parishes and Missions answered to their names. 

The Rt. Rev. President then announced a quorum of both Orders 
present, and the Convention ready for business. 

The Rt. Rev. President announced as the first order of business 
the election of a Secretary. 

The Rev. J. P. T. Ingraham, D. D., nominated Mr. J. R. 
Triplett for re-election as Secretary of the Convention, with author­
ity to appoint his assistant. 

On motion of Mr. E. H. Lycett, unanimous consent being given, 
the Rev. J. P. T. Ingraham, D. D., was instructed to cast the 
ballot of this Convention for Mr. John R. Triplett for Secretary. 

The Rev. J.P. T. Ingraham, D. D., so cast the ballot, and the 
Secretary appointed Mr. W. B. Coombe his assistant.

Worship at 9 o'clock in the Mary E. Bofinger Memorial Chapel, 

and for business in the Schuyler Memorial House at 10 o'clock 

A. M. to 1 o'clock P. M., when it will take a recess to 2.30, and 

continue to 5 P. M. 

. The Rev. P. W. Fauntleroy moved that a committee be 

appointed to wait on the Chancellor for his interpretation of Sec­

tion 4, Article 5, of the Constitution. 

Call was made for order of the clay. The hour for recess having 

arrived, the house took recess till 2: 30 P. M. 

The Convention re-assembled after recess at 2 : 30 P. M. 

The Rev. C. M. Davis moved that the delinquency of $200 

standing against the Church of the Redeemer, St. Louis, be 

remitted.

On motion of Mr. W. R. Donaldson the thanks of the Conven­
tion were extended to Mr. Walker ;Hill, our retiring Treasurer, for 
his faithful services during lJis entire term of office. 

The hour of noon having arrived, the Rt. Rev. President called 
the Convention to prayers; after singing a hymn, the Very Rev. 
G. M. Davis read appropriate prayers. 

The Rt. Rev. President then read a letter from the Rev. J. L. 
Gay, for so many years a Presbyter of this Diocese, but now 
residing and doing work in the City of Santa Fe, N. M., though at 
the advanced age of ninety years, wherein he expressed his esteem 
for his old Diocese, and a desire to pledge the sum of $5 for 
Diocesan Missions for the Diocese of Missouri. 

The Very Rev. C. M. Davis, Chairman of the committee to place 
in nomination names for members of the Executive Committee of 
the Laymen's Co-operating Missionary Society, presented and read 
his report as follows : 

Your committee appointed to nominate twelve Laymen to the 
Convention for election as Executive Committee of the Laymen's 
Co-operating Missionary Society to serve the ensuing year, respect­
fully nominate the following named gentlemen:

On motion of Mr. M. S. Snow the Rules of Order were sus­
pended, and the Secretary instructed to cast the ballot of the Con -
vention for members of the Executive Committee of the Laymen's 
Co -operating Missionary Society, as named in the report of the 
committee. 

The Secretary so cast the ballot. 

On motion of the Rev. J. R. Winchester, D. D., the following 
preamble and resolution was adopted: 

Wlzereas, The Bishops and Clerical and Lay members of the 
Board of Trustees of the University of the South, Sewanee, Tenn., 
acting under the provision of the Constitution of the University, 
have invited other Dioceses of the Church to co-operate with them 
in that great enterprise, therefore be it. 

Resolved, That the Convention of the Diocese of Missouri hereby 
expresses its willingness to consider the propriety of allying itself 
with the University of the South at Sewanee, and for this purpose 
requests the Bishop to appoint a committee of three to correspond 
·with the Board of Trustees of the University in regard to the 
necessary arrangements for this Diocese coming into such alliance, 
and make a report to the Convention next year. 

The Rt. Rev. President appointed as committee under the above 
resolution, the Rev. J. R. Winchester, D. D., Rev. \,Vm. Short, 
and Mr. M. S. Snow. 

Tellers entered for election of Missionary Board and presented 
their reports, which were read by the Secretary. 
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The Rt. Rev. President declared the following duly elected:

The hour of recess having arrived, Convention took a recess to 
2.30 P. M. 

Convention re-assembled after recess at 2.30 P. M. 

The Rt. Rev. President announced that the Tellers for election 
of one Clerical and one Lay Member of Missionary Board were 
present and ready to report. 

The Tellers then made their reports, which were read by the 
Secretary, and the Rt. Rev, President declared the Rev. L. F. 
Potter and Mr. W. C. Stith duly elected, and the whole Board as 
elected being as follows :

Resolved, That this Convention offers affectionate congratulations 
to the Rev. J. L. Gay upon the near approach of his ninetieth birth­
day, in reasonable health and strength, still able to work for the 
Master; and that it also tenders its thanks for his contribution to 
the missionary work of this Diocese. 

The Secretary was also instructed to communicate the above 
resolution to the Rev. J. L. Gay. 

The Committee on Missionaries' Traveling Expenses, presented 
its report, which was read by the Secretary. [See Appendix, 
No. 19.] 

On motion of Rev. William Short, the following resolution was 
adopted: 

Resolved, That this Convention learns with pleasure of the 
improvement in the health of the Rev. Dr. Holland, Rector of St. 
George's Church, and trusts that his restoration will soon be 
complete. 

The Rev. William Elmer, by permission of the Chair, announced 
that he desired to make a pledge of $10 for St. Paul's Church, St. 
Louis, for Diocesan Missions. 

On motion of Mr. F. J. McMaster, the following resolution was 
unanimously adopted : 

Resolved, That this Convention desires to, and does hereby 
express to the ladies of the Church its sincere thanks for, and 
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hearty appreciation of, the delicious lunch prepared and served by 
them to its members. 

On motion of Mr. J. A. \Vaterworth the following resolution was 
adopted: • 

Resolved, That the Rt. Rev. President be authorized to certify to 
the record of this day's proceedings. 

On motion of Mr. M. S. Snow the following resolution was 
adopted: 

Resolved, That the Secretary be instructed to have the usual 
number of copies of the Journal printed for distribution. 

On motion of Rev. J. D. Ritchey, the· following resolution was 
adopted: 

Resolved, That the thanks of this Convention be tendered to the 
Rev. William A. Hatch, for his sermon delivered at the opening 
services of this Convention. 

On motion of the Rev. E. P. Little, the following resolution was 
adopted: 

Resolved, That this Convention tender its thanks to the Secretary 
and Assistant Secretary for their faithful and efficient performance 
of the duties committed to them. 

On motion of the Rev. C. N. Moller, the following resolution was 
adopted: 

Resolved, That the Secretary be instructed to draw his warrant 
on the Treasurer of the Diocese for $25 in favor of the Sexton and 
his Assistant, of the Cathedral, for their services dnring the sessions 
of this Convention. 
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On motion of Rev. A. K. Smith, the following resolution was 
adopted: 

Resolved, That after the usual religious services this Convention 
stand adjourned. 

After reciting the Creed, and prayers by the Bishop of the 
Diocese, the Rt. Rev. President declared this Convention adjourned 
sine die.

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DEAR BRETHREN OF THE CLERGY AND LAITY : 

We are gathered together once more to take mutual counsel. God puts us 
in charge of a portion of the work of His Militant Church. Out from our 
homes and parishes we have come up to learn how to undo what we may be 
wrongly doing, and how best to do as we can and ought the work put upon us 
to· do. In all this you will give me much help. Ability and not desire is the 
lack if I do not return you some little of the same sort of gift. 

What a year it bas been! For Americans, the outlook has been strangely 
changed unto the taking in far more than has been its wont. The great deep 
of unresting waters holden in the hollow of God's hand must be thought about 
by inland folk as well as shoreland folk. The navy bas taken a proud place, 
and honoring hearts must think about it, and plan for it, and give to it as never 
they did before. There have been unexpected birth pangs, and almost in a 
freak of nature the Occident and the Orient have sprung forth seemingly 
bound in ligature, like that of tpe Siamese twins of our boyhood. 

The inlook of thought and reflection cannot be free from grave concern. 
If the ligature adverted to may not be severed, the dual life must be expected 
to suffer from any malady raging in either partner. And, any way, to rule or 
to guide or to protect islands of the sea and millions of inhabitants in the 
antipodes, may put such a strain upon American self-control, and Ameri'can 
cleanness and righteousness, that they might go down under it. That would 
be real ruin to protectors and protected. 

As citizens we are deeply interested in, and implicated with, the respon­
sibilities resting on the Nation, and the plans formed or adopted whereby the 
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responsibilities are to be met and borne. But men are immortal souls, as well 
as units in a civic system. There is a life within and a life above, as well as 
a life around, to be given heed to. As a corporate body we are set specially 
to stand for the spiritual, the invisible and the eternal. And, indeed, only a 
slight expenditure of thought is needed to convince any one that the civic and 
national welfare itself is best subserved and promoted when nurturing care 
and discipline are given to the moral and spiritual, as well as to the martial 
and commercial, parts of man's being. 

Therefore, I a k you not to count this Convention a mere formal, dry and 
tiresome thing of routine. Speeches uttered, resolutions proposed, reports 
proffered, laws enacted, figures recounted, money given, expressions of other 
people's opinions allowed, wider views opened, speculations tested now by 
hammer blows, now by pin pricks, questions threshed out to the winnowing 
away of chaff, and underlying truths gotten at,-all these bringings forth of 
things new and old may be, if the bringing forth be in earnestness and prayer­
fulness and honesty and humility, to the glory of Goel, the honor of the flag, 
and the good of men, as well as, and even because of being, to the health and 
invigoration of the Diocese and the Church. 

Two Bishops have died since we met in Convention. 

Bishop Wingfield was Bishop of Northern California for nearly twenty-four 
years. Among the forty-eight Missionary Bishops which the American Cb.urch 
has had, he was the twenty-second. Bishop Wingfield was earnest and faithful; 
of marked eminence as a preacher, and of unselfish devotion, evidenced in the 
close Missionary attention which he gave to his field, and by his strenuous 
educational work in which he struggled to save the School at Benicia. In the 
last years of his life severe illness prostrated him, and on his bed of pain he 
waited long, but in Christian fortitude and hope, for the call to go away. 

The death of Bishop "\Villiams-claritm et venerabile nomen-removes 
from the Church Militant a great leader. "Bishop Coadjutor and Bishop of 
Connecticut for more than forty-seven years, and Presiding Bishop of the 
American Church for more than eleven years, he was, I think, at the time of 
his death, the senior, by consecration, of all the Bishops of the Anglican 
Communion. Giants were in the House of Bishops when I, a pigmy, first 
entered its doors in New York City, in October, 1868. The High Church 
School was the party of administration, being in a majority. Its leader was 
the great Bishop of Maryland-Whittingham. He had noble lieutenants in 
Bishop ·williams and the elder Potter, of New York. The Low Church School, 
led by Bishop Mcilvaine, with his lieutenants, Lee of Delaware, and Lee of 
Iowa, did wholesome and efficient work as the useful party of opposition. 
But now for more than twenty years I have not known of any alignments in 
that House along the old issues. 

No man ever, with the one exception of the venerable Bishop "\Villiam 
·white, contributed more to the wisdom of the counsels and acts of the House 
of Bishops than did Bishop Williams. In his character and habits, simplicity 
shone all his life through. And it ruled his style of speech and writing. But 
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wedded with the simplicity and imbedded in it were such solidity of learning, 
strength of judgment, precision of thought, and soundness of reason as easily 
stamped him leader and master. As the teacher and trainer of young clergy­
men in his Divinity School at Middletown, as a chief figure and actor in the 
House of Bishops and General Convention for decades of years, and as the 
Presiding Bishop for eleven important years, by his singularly conspicuous 
carefulness not to say and do things unwise, and by his tireless devotion to 
duty along the line of the old motto-Do the next thynge-I know of no one, 
save the venerable first Bishop of Pennsylvania, who has more moulded and 
set forward for good the whole American Church, than has Bishop Williams. 
He was in bed, too, for the last year or more of his life. But Goel mercifully 
spared to him all his mental power. So he worked to the last for the Church 
he loved. In many ways I may not recount he was in kindness and helpful­
ness a father to me. Suffer me the outcry-' 'My father, my father, the chariot 
of Israel, and the horsemen thereof." 

A pure and saintly soul has reached the '' rest that remaineth to the people 
of God," in the death of clear old Dr. ·wainwright, November 16, 1898. He 
was nearly seventy-eight years old, and afflicted with deafness to so severe a 
degree that almost any other man would have- given up·. But in sturdy cheer­
fulness he worked on in the pastorship of St. Paul's, Palmyra, which he filled 
acceptably for ruore than a quarter of a century. It was a tonic to me to be 
with him .. Sadly missing him, I say good-bye-grateful for the past and not 
a bit unhopeful for the future-to my good, true, faithful, sturdy, cheery 
fellow Minister and fellow Missionary. 

Three of the Clergy of the Diocese have not been in good health this year. 
Our loving sympathy goes out to them, Rev. Dr. Holland, Rev. Mr. Robert, 
and Rev. Mr. Newton. Mr. Robert, after building up the Parish of the Holy 
Communion, St. Louis, and continuing the Pastor thereof for twenty-nine 
years, has felt obliged to resign the Rectorship and retire from active work. 
The loss to the Diocese is accentuated by the vacancies in offices which often, 
and long, and honorably have been filled by him, such as Examining Chap­
lain, Member· and President of the Standing Committee, and Deputy to the 
General Convention. May Goel mercifully minister to him the assurance that 
''underneath are the everlasting arms,'' and that '' at evening time it shall 
be light." 

Into th·e home precincts of Grace Rectory, St. Louis, death has entered. 
After the golcl-crc,wned fifty years of wedded life, the Rector is now left to 
do duty in much loneliness. In the death of Mrs. Ingraham, as also in that 
of Mrs. Delano, of Ironton, and Mr. George·'iV. Parker, of Holy Innocents', 
St. Louis, and Mr. R. J. Compton, of St. Peter's, the Diocese has experienced 
losses which are severe. 

On the morning of July 28th last, in North Lake, near Nashotah, ·wis., 
·waiter Irving Johnson, aged twenty-six, was drowned while bathing. Mr. 
Johnson would have graduated from Nashotah in due course this year, in 
completion of his preparation to be ordered Deacon. Earnestness, faithful-
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ness, zeal, devotion, characterized his years of preparation for the holy min­

istry. Fervent testimony of assurance comes from the Bishop of Milwaukee 

and from the professors and fellow students of Mr. Johnson. In human 

thought we deplore sm:h cutting short of useful promisings before accom­

plishment could set in. Yet God, though it may be in ways we know not, 

and count not, "doeth all things well." 

There has been no little discussion of late in the Church papers about the 

statistics of growth of our Church in America. It is claimed that the rate of 

that growth is sadly diminishing. And that the time i? fast coming, if it has 

not already come, for us to discover that we have too many Ministers for the 

people and too few people for the Ministers. ·well, I value statistics, and J: 
think honest effort should be expended to n]ake and keep them accurate. 

But the influence for good which the Church exerts, or which, at any rate, by 

her genius and history she is fitted to exert, along the lines of sobriety, and 

stability, and comprehensiveness, and sturdy steadfastness of faith, with loving 

toleration of opinion, can not be put into statistics nor counted up by statis­

tics. Even were it true, then, that we have quit growing in numbers, it 

would not follow that we are failing in depth or breadth of right good work. 

\Vith regard to the question of room in the Ministry or overcrowding in 

the Ministry, I am of the opinion that there is room and there is not over­

crowding. By Whittaker's Almanac we have 4,818 Clergymen and 680,205 

Communicants. That is, there are 141 Communicants to each Clergyman. 

I submit that the Ministry would not be overcrowded were there one Clergy­

man for every 100 of Communicants. Last year the Clergy increased by forty­

two; the Communicants by 16,122. That is, 384 Communicants to each 

Clergyman. It appears to me that pastors and parents who love the Church 

should not allow themselves to be diverted by any outcry about overcrowding, 

but should be wide awake to turn the earnest attention of boys and young 

men to the Ministry. For the young themselves, I do not for a moment 

believe that they will turn away from the Ministry because there is no money 

in it a whit sooner than they would refuse to volunteer for the flag because 

there is no money in it. 

As for permanently unemployed Clergymen, I think the li_st is really not 

large. In the two Dioceses which I know, Missouri and vVest Missouri, there 

are none such save those incapacitated by age or bodily infirmity. Doubtless, 

in the 4,818 Clergymen of the country some incapacities exist other than from 

age or bodily infirmity. Counting out all those incapacitated by age or 

infirmity, or by reasons indefinable and unmentionable, but which any one of 

experience can readily divine and understand, the list of permanently unem­

ployed Clergymen in our American Church would, I claim, be reduced to 

very meagre proportions. 

The statement is made that our rate of growth is diminishing. It may 

be so. I am inclined to think that it is so. A pertinent remark may be 

allowed, that as a body increases in numbers its rate of increase may normally 

be expected to diminish. A Parish of ten Communicants increasing to twenty 
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grows by 100 per cent. When from 100 it increases to 150 it grows only by 
SO per cent, half as rnuch in rate. But the latter gro\\'th is likely to be actually 
iu every way the greater. 

Let us take a scrutinizing look at our own Diocese in this matter: 

In tile eight years since l\lissouri was diYidecl, and of which we haYe 
Reports, our Dioce e has increased by 1,175 Communicants. In the same 
time 3,999 have been confirmed. I think it correct lo count that the deaths 
of Communicants are less than three per cent of the whole number yearly. 
The confirmees each year are less than II i11e per cent of the whole number of 
Communicants. In a fair estimate, then, O//e-lhird of the confirmees should 
be considered as enough to make up for the loss, by death, of the ommuni-

ants. That is, if the confirmees are at once entered as Communicants on the 
Parish Register. I think tiley should be so entered. They are entitled to be 
Communicants. They ought to be Communicants. And tiley haye a right to 
be listed as Communicants. Other things being equal then, the Communicant 
list should grow by two-thirds of the number confirmed. But, losses there 
may be by excommunication, lapse, and removal from the Parish (and the 
Dioce e). Those under the first head may be counted in con iderable. Those 
under the second, alas, are onsiderable and bring sore feelings of discour­
agement to the hearts of faithful pastors. ,vith regard to the third head, in 
uch a State as l\Iissouri, I think the removal of Communicants out of the 

Diocese would, doubtless, be equaled and offset by the remoYal into the 
Diocese from other Dioceses. In our country Parishes more go out than come 
in. But many that so go out c0me in to our St. Louis Parishes. Only, sad to 
relate, not a few allow tllemselYes, or are allowed by others, to drift and 
wander and become lo t to any record or list, being without a Pastor or a 
Church home. Reckoning the Diocesan removals immigrant and emigrant 
as offsets to each other, and if there were no sad lapsing, the Communicant 
list ought to baYe increased by lwo-tliirds of the number confirmed. That is, 
this Diocese of Missouri should haYe grown, from 1890 to 1898, by 2,666 Com­
municants. Instead, it has grown by only 1,175 Communicants. By our 
analysis there has been a lapsing of 1,491 Communicants. If this be the fact, 
or half way the fact, our hearts are sorrowful, I am sure, Brethren of the 
Clergy, that so many have sadly turned their backs on the precious and life­
sustaining Feast of our Lord's Body and Blood. May God O'ive them grace to 
return to loyalty and faithfulness! fay He give u grace unfailingly and 
lovingly to plead with them to return! 

By the record, in 1897, our Diocese bad 6,472 Communicants; in 1898, 
6,406. Here is an actual loss of 66. And that, too, when 594 were confirmed 
in the year. After the manner of our calculation, this means 462 lapsed for 
that year. That is too sad to believe. I do not belieYe it. Examining the 
Parish Reports, I find one Parish reporting 12 added and 134 lost during the 
year. Another Parish makes this astonishing return: In 1897, 463 Communi­
cants; during the year, added 38, lost 9; in 1898, 300 Communicants. That 
is, 192 Communicants lap eel for the year. I can not crenit such figures a~ 
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expression of the lapsing account. The makers of the returns, perhaps, in a 
spasm of virtuous disgust at what they may have called a dead list, must have 
run their hot pens of destruction through the figures. 

Statistics, therefore, scrutinized, may furnish their own corrections to some 
seemingly strange conclusions. May I beg the Clergy and \Vardens to give 
thought and painstaking care in making their returns for the Parishes in their 
Annual Reports? Our Secretary-you need not my assurance of it-gives 
assiduous effort to secure scrupulous accuracy in his tables of summary. Help 
him, I beg you, along the lines of the completeness and precision whi<.:h he 
wants, and which we all ought to want. May ·r call the attention of all to the 
provisions of Canon 12, Title II, of the Digest: "A Communicant removing 
from one Parish to another shall procure from the Rector ( if any), of the 
Parish of his last residence, or if there be no Rector, from one of the ·wardens, 
a certificate stating that he or she is a Communicant in good standing." 

This year there have been only 424 confirmed. This is not up to nine per 
cent of the Communicants. I do not by any means count the number con­
firmed as the one sign and test of Parish life and growth. But I do esteem 
the approach to, and the partaking in, this apostolic ordinance, as an oppor­
tunity to be highly prized for evoking and deepening pastoral fidelity, and 
and for rousing the too easy quietude of a Parish to religious life and 
earnestness. 

Looking out over the Diocese there are lights and.shadows. This is always 
the case. I have made ninety-five visits and ought to know the condition of 
things pretty well. 

Here are some of the shadows. Moberly and DeSoto are vacant and do 
not seem to get themselves into shape to call Pastors. Louisiana calls, but is 
in su-ch a crippled condition that its call is not vigorously loud, even though it 
carries Clarksville and Prairieville along in company with it. Cape Girardeau 
has called, but the response has not come yet. St. Luke's Hospital, though 
in excellent condition and doing great good, grievously needs $30,000.00 that 
it may move to a new location. Physicians, and nurses, and patients are 
getting sadly wearied by the hurtful noises of trolley cars and commercial 
traffic at their door. Epiphany, St. Louis, has been given up as an organized 
Mission, though St. Mark's kindly takes it under its wing as a Parish Mission. 
St. Andrew's, St. Louis, has grown weak and can have a Clergyman's services 
only a portion of the time. The Children's Sunday School Lenten Offerings 
for Missions have fallen below those of last year, at the very time when we 
wanted to respond to the earnest call to make them more. Last year fifty­
three Sunday Schools sent $1,516.97. This year only forty-seven Sunday 
Schools have responded, with $1,386.68. Last year we reported fifty-one 
Clergymen in the Diocese. This year only forty-nine. 

Here are some of the things of light. Ascension, St. Louis, has paid 
itself entirely out of debt. St. Mark's, St. Louis, has almost for the whole 
year been in its new Church, refreshed and invigorated in its Parish life. 
Grace, Clarksville, has moved its building up into the central part of the 
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town. Mt. Calvary, St. Louis, has been e_nlarg'ed and improved at a cost of 
over $1,300.00, all of which has been paid. Grace, Jefferson City, has erected 
a new Church for $10,300.00, and paid for it up to within $1,000.00. Calvary, 
Columbia, is building a structure of stone to cost $15,000.00, or more. Good 
Shepherd, St. Louis, has bought a new lot and is to have a new Church. It 
is in the air that St. James', St. Louis, is to build anew. The Bishop's Purse, 
the lubricating oil can, has had $3,759.84 poured into it and poured out of it; 
over $500.00 more than last year. Missouri has given $2,919.96 for Domestic 
and Foreign Missions, over $200.00 more than last year. In this line of giving 
only 1tineteen of the fi.fty-eig-/it Dioceses are ahead of us. Southern Ohio is 
exactly $65.00 ahead-though it is to be said that Southern Ohio long since 
gave up any claim for help upon the Board of Managers of General Missions; 
while we still cling to onr $1,000.00 per year. The Sunday School soldiers of 
the "Missionary Host" have kept steady to duty all the year through in their 
Parish garrisons, and are to come out for a field and parade day at Music Hall 
yonder, next Sunday afternoon. Come and see them. It is a sight well worth 
seeing. The ·woman's Auxiliary has been even more than ever active and 
generous. The women are more and more taking in the truth that they are 
all ,virtually members of it if they are baptized; and they are learning more 
and more to become practical and helpful members of it by their studies and 
prayers, their works and gifts. This year the Missouri Branch has given in 
money, $4,546.54, and in garments and useful supplies, $1,097.03, besides, 
Bishop Robertson Hall and the Or,phan's Home go steadily on, and they pay 
their way as they go. The Church Mission House has been reopened for the 
relief of the friendless sick and poor, under Sister Eliza, at 1706 Carr street. 
The Brotherhood of St. Andrew is strenuously active, especially in help to the 
Mission work, launched by Mr. Holmes in the City Hospital, the Female 
Hospital, the Insane Asylum, and the Poor House. The energetic Rector of 
Kirkwood, with an adjutant in one of the most faithful laymen of the Diocese, 
keeps up services and Sunday School in a little Church at St. Paul's Station, 
St. Louis County. At Jackson, a devoted woman, though for the most part 
deprived of the help and leadership of a Clergyman, has kept Church guid­
ance and Church instruction before the young people, and year by year has 
presented one and another of them to be confirmed. 

Of the forty-eight Missionary Bishops of the American Church I was To. 
14. Of the thirteen before me all are dead except one, Bisl10p 'Williams, of 
Japan. Of the tlzirty-.fo1er after me, twenty-eig-!tt are living. The sustenta­
tion of the Missionary Bishops is a practical work of the Church, than which 
there is none better. Do you wonder that I want a hand in it? And do you 
wonder that I want every one else to have a hand in it, too? We have fifty­
five Parishes and Mission Stations. Last year Missouri is credited with gifts 
from fifty-five for General Missions, i. e., Domestic and Foreign. That record 
makes me proud and glad. Not another Diocese in the land equaled it. But, 
putting on my scr.utinizing glasses again, I discover that only twenty-one of 
the congregati'ons gave. In the other thirty-four cases, only the Sunday Schools 
gave. Now I am humbled and sad. Dear Brethren of the Clergy, I thank 
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you, and I thank you warmly, for your help in leading and training the 
children in their Lenten offerings for Missions. But, are you going to let 
your grown people deprive themselves of giving to Domestic and Foreign 
Missions, and you never tell them what hurt to their own best life, what wrong 
to their own dear souls they are doing? I beg you to ask them, year by year, 
to have a hand in the great wide Missionary work of the Church; now getting 
to be greater and wider than ever. How can you let the year go by without 
giving your people an opportunity, and urging on them the duty, and pointing 
to them the privilege of sustaining the great Domestic and Foreign Missionary 
undertakings of our clear Mother, the Church? Ah, life will lie down, light 
will go out, love will grow chilled, growth will stop short, if we do not pray 
for Missions, and give to Missi<;ms, and work at Missions. My heart long 
since went out and linked itself to the blesse_d cause, and that linking can not 
be severed till the warm beatings cease for earth their measured stroke. Help 
me, I pray you, to make Missouri, in congregations as well as Sunday Schools, 
in men and ,vomen1 as well as children, in Clergy and laity, to be all alive in 
thought and prayer, in love, and work, and gifts, for Missions. 

In any band of men _organized to act together, disobedience to rightful 
authority is a flagrant wrong and a disintegrating weakness. In a school 
it would disrupt order and prevent progress. In a government it. would 
mean the quick working of destruction. Shall disobedience in a Diocese, 
then, be esteemed a light thing and not thought a matter worth being called 
to account? In this Diocese there is a law. I have quoted it before. I 
cannot but think it my duty to quote it again. It is Canon XX. I quote a 
part of it: ''Offerings shall be made quarterly in all the congregations of this 
Diocese during the months of February, May, August and November, in 
behalf of Diocesan Missions.'' Last yea-r thirteen congregations made no 
offering at all for this purpose. Of these, seven, I think, might be excul­
pated. To one knowing the facts, untow_ard circumstances and impeding 
conditions would work the exculpation. But six would remain, seemingly 
guilty of plain disobedience. I marvel how any, Ministers or men and 
women who are Church folk, can rest peaceful in conscience while practk­
ing such disobedience. 

There is a habit in some Parishes-I shrink from counting up how 
many-of calling for generous Easter offerings in order to square up the 
yearly account of Parish financial expenditure. I cannot but see great harm 
in the indulgence . of such a habit. In two ways: 1. There is unchurchly 
and ignoble disharmony in urging self-denial in the sacred season of Lent, 
and then at Easter putting the savings of such self-denial into a selfish 
po_cket to meet one's own Parish housekeeping expenses. 2. So sure as 
such a habit is indulged, another hab1t is formed with it and grows in 
strength side by side and step by step with it, and that is, to put off through 
the year the hard but wholesome work of keeping the Parish finances 
evened up .,month by month, or quarter by quarter, and then throw the 
hurtful sop to relaxed consciences, "'Vell, never mind, we'll straighten 
matters all out right at Easter, anyhow." 
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If a crushing debt is to be raised, if a needed improvement in Church or 
grounds must be made, if a special Parish purpose is gravely urgent, the 
Easter offerings may at times well be claimed. Though, I hope you will let 
me say, the best purpose, the most blessed and blessing purpose to which 
the generous Easter offerings can be devoted is Missions. At any rate, every 
Parish ought to practice the self-abnegation of never applying a cent of them 
to the relief of its own current expenses. I avouch that the practice of such 
abnegation, like dietetic abstentions otherwhere, would reduce sorry spasms 
of congestion, and would distribute such cleanness of parochial health and 
vigor of successful administration as should utterly surprise those brought 
up under their old mistaken notions of parish hygiene. • 

In October next the Missionary Council will meet in St. Louis. It com­
prises for its members all the Bishops, the members of the Board of Managers, 
and Clergymen and laymen from all the Dioceses and Missionary Districts 
of the United States. There are 570 in all. We hope tliat half of them will 
be present. You need no suggestion from me, still less urgency, that St. 
Louis must give them a cordial, hospitable welcome. Iu the off years of the 
General Convention the Council is the one representative body of the whole 
American Church in the field of its Missionary operations. So, in the most 
central of all the great cities of the Nation, delegates from the North and 
the South and the East and the West will come up to take counsel together 
upon what is really the most important work which the Church on earth is 
·set to do. I hope you will all, Clergy and laity, arrange your private affairs, 
so far as possible, that you may be with us in attendance on the Council, 
October 24th, 25th and 26th. Your presence will help us. Your sympathy 
will cheer us. Your prayers will bless us. And I hope the women of St. 
Louis wi11, so far as they kindly can, get back from their country sojourns in 
readiness to open their homes to the preserving, untarnished in any whit, the 
good reputation of St. Louis for hospitality. 

Besides, accompanying the meeting of the Missionary Council there will 
be a gathering of the ·woman's Auxiliary. The members will come to St. 
Louis from all over the land. And knowing what a strengthening power to 
the cause of Missions women have become, during these later years, the 
warmest sort of a grateful welcome to their national meeting will, I am sure, 
go forth from our homes and hearts. 

In such a gathering together from Oregon and Florida, from Maine 
and Texas, from California and Virginia, there is an emphasizing of two 
precious thoughts. 1. That this Prayer Book Church of ours is American all 
through and through, and wants, in the combined strength and flexibility of 
her national organization, to go wherever the flag goes to proffer, in American 
largeness and American heartiness, the sacred treasures which she holds in 
trust for the needy souls of men. 2. That, however in a sense a Diocese 
may be complete in itself, it still is only one of many, and that the one is of 
very narrow make-up if it takes not in the many; and that it cannot live its 
own right life nor grow its chvn best growth but by thinking, hoping, aiming, 
working lovingly with the many. 
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Diocesan selfishness is as bad as Parish selfishness; Parish selfishness is 
as bad as individual selfishness; and individual selfishness is so bad an 
enemy to Christ's cause and Christ's love that no other can be named worse. 

God help us, in the Nation, in the Church, in the Diocese, in the Parish, 
in the home and in the heart to forswear selfishness! So we can best please 
the Savior. And best follow Him, putting our poor steps quite into His very 
footprints. So we may make the world a little the happier and the better in 
our swiftly passing clays. So a little bit of tender sadness may come into it 
when we go out of it. If we could know that, it would touch our hearts 
with a sweet gratefulness.

When the accounts of the Treasury of the Diocese were audited there was clue 
from Parishes and Missions $2,479; he bus since received of this amount $810.60, leav­
ing unpaid $1,668.40. 

There will be due June 1st, the Bishop's salary, for one quarter, $1,050, and 
traveling expenses, say, $150, the Bishop's Secretary, one quarter, $75; also demand 
Joan for $1,500, borrowed to pay current expenses, making a total of ;f2,775, to meet 
which he bad cash $1,221.37; amount received since $810.60, leaving a deficiency of 
$743.03. How can this be met? 

The Assessment Committee find it bard to assess an amount sufficient to pay 
the fixed charges of the Diocese, with an additional sum for the expense of delegates 
to the General Convention, :1'200 per year, and to provide for a deficiency seems well 
nigh impossible. 

In the judgment of your Committee, the solution of the ·dil:l:iculty would be in 
an increase of the Permanent Fund, to an amount, the interest of which could be 
used to supplement the assessment so that it could be apportioned without being­
as it seems to be now-a burden on some, if not all the Parishes. 

Your Committee can but hope that $700 may be realized during the year from 
the unpaid assessments of $1,679, and we, therefore, offer the following resolution: 

. Resolved, That the Committee on Assessments be directed to make an equitable 
assessment on the several Parishes and Missions for $6,500, to meet the current 
expenses of the Diocese for the coming year.

At the last session of this Conveutio11, it was tbougbt that if a practice which bad 

been allowed to lapse for some years was revived, that one of the best, if not tbe best 
plan for raising money for the support of Missions in the Diocese would be carried 
out. 

In accordance therewith, the Convention elected twelve gentlemen to serve as 
member, oI the Executive Committee of the Laymen's Co-operating Missionary 
Society. 

Calls were . ent out by the President and s·ecretary at three different dates for 
meetings of this Committee, but on neither occasion could a quorum be secured. 

Subsequently the oi:1icers of the Society thought it best to promulgate a short 
appeal aucl mail to each pa.rish in the Diocese, either to the Rector or member of the' 
Executive Committee from the parish, iu·the hope that sornething might be accom­
plished, particula.rly in the nrntter of organizing Auxiliary Societies before the meet­
ing of the Convention, with what result id not yet known. 

We are still of the opinion that healthy, systematic giving for missions, can only 
be accomplished by some ·uch plan as that prescribed by the Constitution and By­
Laws of the La.ymen's Co-operating Missionary Society, and would recommend that 
the effort be once more made, and au Executive Committee be elected from among 
the Churchmen of the Diocese, who may be induced to take hold of this matter and 
push it to successful results.

In relation to the report of the Standing Committee on l\lissious, made at the last 
Convention, and by it referred to the Missionary Board, in which it was recommended 
that the Board, as soon as possible, establish strong centers of missionary work out­
side of the City of St. Louis, the Board most respectfully reports that it gave the 
subject careful consideration and investigation, and concluded that inasmuch as the 
recommendations referred only to a special method of missionary work outside of 
the City of St. Louis, and the Parishes and Missions which would be these centers, 
were generally not strong enough, at present to take such responsibility, and give the 
necessary enthusiasm and support; and by reason of the further difficulty of securing 
the means and .finding useful and energetic Priests and Deacons with the proper 
Missionary spirit to do the work of assistants; and inasmuch as the City Missionary 
work, including the rapidly growing demands of the City Institutions, as well as the 
work outside of the city, was calling for the work, time and attention, such as only 
an .Archdeacon could give, the Board concluded that the wisest course to pursue was 
to make an effort to secure the means with which to pay an Archdeacon, and secure 
a strong and competent Clergyman for the position. To carry out this plan, and for 
the purpose of securing the necessary funds, the Board has requested the Bi,hop to 
arrange with the various Rectors for· an exchange of pulpits, and appoint a layman 
to accompany each Clergyman on such Sundays as may be selected, who will present 
the needs of the missionary work in the Diocese, giving to the church people the 
facts and conditidns which warrant their support of an Archdeacon, with the hope 
that a greater enthusiasm ip.ay be aroused, and the needed funds secured. 

'fbe Board finds that it needs at least $4,345 to keep the present missionary work 
in efficient condition. 

The Board recommends, that in addition to pledges for the $4,345 needed for 
carrying out the present missionary work of the Diocese, pledges be asked for rrnd 
received in this Convention toward raising_ the further sum of $2,500 needed for 
securing an Archdeacon.

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APPENDIX No. 12. 

As I am responsible for the existence of the Parochial Trust Fund, and am not 
likely to be present at another Convention, I ask permission to call the attention of 
this honorable body to the status of the Fund, which now bolds the title to much of 
the real estate of the Church in this Diocese. It bas been put in an anomalous posi­
tion by the unauthorized action of a committee appointed for one purpose, and 
acting without au,.thority in an entirely different capacity. 

The establishment of the Parochial Trust Fund grew out of my report to Bishop 
Robertson of the sale of a frame church in the country, which had been built with 
money collected from the churchmen of St. Louis. The congregation, small in the 
beginning, had moved away and left only the Warden behind. He claimed possession 
of the property as the only representative of the Parish, and, therefore, the sole 
owner of the church and land. These he sold, and appropriated the money to his 
own use. He even took possession of the holy vessels. 

After this loss, Bishop Robertson forbade the collection of any moneys for 
parishes outside of the city unless the priest or layman collecting bad his written 
appro1,al, and, I think (but of this I am not certain), of making a report to him of 
the amount secured. Then we consulted as to the best ,vay to secure such moneys, 
in the event of the failure to permanently establish a parish or mission for which the 
money was raised. The Bishop informed me of the existence of what was called, in 
the Diocese of New York, "The Parochial Trust Fund." Therefore, we determined 
to give our corporation the same name. 

It was then arranged that at the next Convention I should propose the plan. I 
did so, and it was adopted. The Bishop appointed a committee to incorporate 
"The Bishop and Standing Committee of the Diocese of Missouri." The charter 
was secured and made to read in such wise that if the building and lana ceased to be 
used for church purposes, it could, with its furniture, be sold by the Parochial Trust 
Fund, and the money given to another parish or needy mission·, and the sacred 
vessels secured. As the matter now stands, it is a question wbethet· this corporn,tion 
can hold anything but the simpie title to the Janel on which a church is built. If the 
land is sold, or the furniture, to whom will the money belong? 

There was much opposition to this action, at first, by persons who were Episco­
palians, but not churchmen. These insisted on their right to the sole possession of 
what they called "their own property," forgetting that what bas been given to Goel 
is no longer man's. The opposition continued, however, on the part of an influential 
minority; and in the last Convention whfcb met in St. George's Church, when 
located on the corner of Chestnut and 27th Streets, another committee was appointed 
to carry an agreed case to the Supreme Court, to decide whether it was in accordance 
with the Constitution of the State for the Church to bold anything but a simple, 
useless title to the Janel on which church, rectory or school were lociited. The duty 
of this committee was simply to discover if it was unconstitutional for the Diocese 
to hold the personality of the parish or mission, and the moneys for wbir:h they 
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might be sold. They presumed to get out a new ebarter without any authority 
whatsoever. Hence the uncertninty of our present stntus. 

A ease was before the Supreme Court at the time for the action of the committee, 
which induced them to post1JOne any movement on their part, although it really had 
nothing to do with onr enquiry. The Roman Catholic Church, or one of its parishes, 
was to determine whether that church or parish could hold any property at all. Of 
course, it was decided in favor of the Church. Whereupon our committee decided 
for t!Jemselves arbitrarily tb:1t we could do the same, provided the committee 
cbangr.cl our charter; which thing was clone, and so reported that none of us 
unclrrstoocl that the committee bad, without nutbority, changed the very section 
which it was appointed to bring before the court. So that now the Parochial Trust 
Fund bas two charters. The first and, as I maintain, the only lawful one, and this 
second one, which has not been authorized by Bishop or Convention. It simply 
leaves us in the air. I shall propose that a committee be appointed to take what 
action is necessary in Jaw to reconstitute our original charter, and annul this 
unauthorized one. 

I now give tbe Cooveution the history of the formation of the Fund, and desire• 
here to state I am indebted to Mr. John R. Triplett, our esteemed Secretary, for 
tracing through the different journals, at my request, the steps that were taken by 
the Conveution in the formation of the Fund. I do not see how I could have given 
you so complete a history of the matter without his help.

HISTORY OF THE FORMATION OF THE PAROCHIAL TRUST FUND. 

The Rev. P. G. RolJert offered the following resolution, expressing a desire that 
it lay over until Wednesday for final action: 

Resolved, That a committee of five be appointed to prepare and apply for an net 
of incorporation of "The Bishop and Standing Committee of the Diocese of 
Missouri," empowering them to hold in trust the fee simple of nil properties devoted 
to sacred uses in this Diocese. 

-Jou.riial of Convention for 1878, p. 14. 
Rev. Mr. Robert than called up the resolution offered by him yesterday in 

relation to the appointment of a committee to examine into the propriety of securing 
the incorporation of the Bishop nnd Standing Committee. The motion was then 
voted upon, nod the same was adopted as follows: 

"That a committee of five be appointed to consicler the pro1)l·iety of securing the 
incorporation of the Bishop and Standing Committee of the Diocese of Missouri, 
empowering them to bold in trust the fee simple of all properties devoted to sacred 
uses in this Diocese." 

-Journal of Convention, September 25, 1878, p. 17. 
The Chair appointed as such committee, Hon. Gilchrist Porter, Hon. Jno. 

Wickbarn, Rev. P. G. Robert, Rev. G. C. Betts, Mr. D. R. Barclay. 
On motion, the Chair appointed two legal gentlemen to assist the committee on 

the iucorporation of the Bishop and Standing Commi.ttee to direct the subjP.ct, and 
report to this Convention. 

The Cbnir n1)pointed Hon. ,Jno. D. Pope, Mr. G. Lathrop. 
-Journal of Convention, September 24, 1879. 
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The following report of the Committee on Corporation of "Bishop ancl Standing 
Commitee/' was then read by Rev. Geo. C. Betts: 

[It may not be amiss for me to state here, tbat though the mover of the resolution 
appointing the committee, and made a member of it, I never received any notice of 
its meetings, or was present at any of tbem.-P. G. R.] 

Your Committee to whom was referred the preparation of Articles of Association 
and a petition to the Circuit Court of St. Louis, for the incorporation of a body which 
shall take charge of trust funds for the Diocese, bas completed the same, and here­
with present such articles and petition in form approved by legal authority, and 
recommend the adoption appended to this report [of the resolution?]

D. POPE, 
GARDENER LATHROP. 

On motion the report was received, and the following resolution adopted: 
Resolved, That the Articles of Association of the "Parochial Trust Fund of the 

Diocese of :i\Iissouri," and petition to St. Louis Circuit Court for an order incorpor­
ating said association, as reported by the Committee to whom the same was assigned, 
be accepted aud approved, and that the Bishop of the Diocese be authorized to cause 
said articles and petition to be presented to the Court for its action thereon. 

-Journal of Convention, Sept. 30, 1S80, pp. 18-21. 

[Then follows the. charter, as reported and granted by the Circuit Court, the 
whole of which it is unnecessary to quote, but only the clause over which controversy 
arose, viz.:] 

"Second. The purposes of this organization are, and shall be, to take title to real 
and personal property, which shall be, from time to time, conveyed, transferred, 
devised, or given to it, in aid of the Protest,rnt Episcopal Church, in the Diocese of 
Missouri, to hold the same in trust for the purposes of such conveyance, transfer, 
devise, or gift; to sell, convey and transfer the same in accordance with the terms of 
such trusts, and to execute a11y trust, connected therewith, and any other trnsts not 
inconsistent with the purposes of said Church that shall be devolved upon it, and this 
organization shall continue for the term of one hundred years." 

(The first incorporators were: "Charles F. Robertsou, Montgomery Schuyler, P. 
G. Robert, George K. Dunlop, Silas Bent, Harry I. Bodley, and John 1:V. Luke." Of 
this body of men, I am to-day the sole survivoJ".-P. G. R.) 

Pa;,ted on the charter, and over a part of this second section, is the following 
amendment, which completely alters the whole purpose for which the charter was 
obtained, without consultation with any of the incorporators, and without permission 
from the Bishop, Standing Committee, or Convention; and that by a committee 
which was appointed for a totally different purpose; nor hat! they lhe shadow of 
authority to make any change whatsoever,but only to take the matter to theSnpreme 
Court to determine if this Second Section was constitutional or unconstitutional. 
Yet the committee assumed the prerogatirn of the Court of highest jurisdiction in 
this State, and changed the charte1· in the interest of a small minority, of which they 
were a considera,ble representation. This is what they undertook to substitute for 
our Second Section: • 

"AMENDMl!:NT OF THE CllARTE!{ OF THI,; P. T. F." 

"1:iecond. The purposes of this organization are, and shall be, the holding of the 
title to such real estate as may lie prescribed by law fo1· church edifices, parsonages, 
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and cemeteries, and which shall, from time to time, be conveyed, transferred, or 
devised to it in aid of the Protestant Episcopal Church in the Diocese of niissouri; 
and this organization shall continue for the term of one hundred years." 

So it came to pass that not only was the purpose of the Convention in forming the 
Parochial Trust F'und entirely set aside, but the title to all the real estate transferred 
to it clouded. 

In the same Convention of 1880, Mr. Samuel B. Gordon offered the following 
preamble and resolutions: 

WHEREAS, It is cleemecl better, and perhaps necessary, that the title to real 
estate of the church be held by a corporation which has no other purpose; and 

WimREAS, The corporation recently organized under the name of "The Paro­
chial Trust Fund of the Diocese of Missouri," includes in its purposes not only the 
holding of real estate of the church, but the exercising of other trusts; therefore be it 

Resolved, That the charter of "The Parochial Trust Fund of the Diocese of 
Missouri," be amended to conform to the above principle, and that a new corporatioq_ 
be organized for the other purposes contemplated by the Parochial Trust Fund; or, 
that such other action be take11 to affect such purposes as to the Committee herein­
after mentioned shall seem best. 

Resolved, That a committee of three be appointed by the Chair, who, with the 
Chancellor of the Diocese, and the Standing Committee, shall be a Committee having 
the matter in charge, and that they report 1 heir actioµ to the next annual Convention. 

Mr. Harrison moved to strike ont all after the word "principle" in the first reso­
lution. On motion the same was·adopted, and preamble and resolutions, as amended, 
were then, on motion, adopted (p. 19). 

On motion of Mr. ,John A. Harrison, the following resolution was adopted: 
Resolved, That the Chair appoint a committee of three persons versed in the 

law, to advise and assist in making the mi1endment to the charter of the Parochial 
:,L'rust Fund Association, provided for by a former resolution of this Convention. 

Committee appointed by the Chair, Samuel B. Gordon, John R. Shepley, Jas. O. 
Broadhead (p. 20). 

Rev. John Ft{lton, D. D., moved a reconsideration of the resolution of Mr. 
John A. Harrison, striking out the second part of the first resolution, and the ,vhole 
of the second resolution offered by Mr. S. B. Gordon. Adopted. 

On motion of Rev. John Fulton, D. D., those portions of the resolutions offered by 
Mr. S. B. Gordon, and stricken out by resolution of Mr. Harrison, were adopted, and 
the Chair appointed as Committee required under Ia~t resolution, Messrs. Samuel B. 
Gordon, John R. Shepley, and Jas. O. Broadhead (p. 31). 

In Journal of 1881, p. 97, Ap1rnndix 15, is the Treasurer's report. For 1882, Report

On motion of Rev. Mr. Robert, the following resolution was adopted: 
Resolved, That a committee of three be appointed to take steps to test the legality 

of the charter of the Parochial Trust Fund, and report to the next Convention. 
The Rt. Rev. President appointed as such Committee, Hon. John Wickham, Mr. 

Geo. D. Reynolds, and Mr. H. H. Denison. 
Report of Committee appointed to take steps to test the legality of the charter of 

the Parochial Trust Fund. [Appendix No. 1, Journal of 1884, pp. 44, 45.] 
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To the Forty-Fifth Annual Convention of the Church in the Diocese of Missonri: 
The Committee appointed by the Forty-Fomth Annual Convention of thi Diocese 

to take steps to test ihe legality of the charter of the Parochial Trust l!~uncl, resr ect'. fully report: 

Tbat soon :ifter their appointment, it wa determined by the Committee that the 
most feasible method of testing the legality of said charter, would be to submit an 
agreed ca e to the Supreme Court of this State, in the nature of an information by the 
Attorney-General to Lhe Supreme Court for a writ of qi.a ivarranto, calling on the 
officers of ·aid Corporation to bow by what authority they undertook to act a a 
Corporation of Lhis State; upon con icleration of which the validity of tbe charter of 
the Parochial Trust Fund could be passed upon and determined by the court of la t 
resort in this State. To this encl the Attorney-General was communicated with, and 
hi· assent obtained conditionally to the exhibition of the information. An informa­
tion was also drafted, but, before submitting this question to the Supreme Court, it 
was con iclered ach • able, by a majority of the Committee, to amend the charter as it 
then existed, by eliminating that portion which purported to empower the corpora­
tion to take and hold personal property. It was conceded by all the members of the 
Committee, that this section in a religious corporation, was in contravention ,,f 
Section 8, Article II, of the Constitution, so far as it included personal property, but 
that this fact did not invalidate the authorized portion of this section of the charter; 
and, therefore, it was considered that the question as to the validity of the charter 
should be presented to the Supreme Court after the charter had been amended in 
that particula.r. In accordance with this view, an amendment to the charter was 
prepared, and duly presented to the St. Louis Circuit Court, and passed upou and 
granted by that Court in clue form of law; after which the amendment to the charter 
was filed with the Secretary of State, and recorded in the proper office at Jefferson 
City, on the 19th clay of October, A. D. 1883. By this amendment the second clause 
in the original articles of agreement forming the basis of said charter was stricken 
out, and the following clause inserted iu lieu thereof, to wit: 

Second, The purposes of this organization are, and shall be, the holding of the 
title to such real estate as may be prescribed by law for church edifices, parsonages, 
and cemeteries, and which shall, from time to time, be conveyed, transferred or 
devised to it in aid of the Protestant Episcopal Church in the Diocese of Missouri; 
and this organization shall continue for the term of one hundred years. 

This amendment now forms a.part of the charter of the Parochial Trust Fund, in 
lieu of the clause stricken out; and does away with the objectionable feature of 
tbe charter as originally framed, authorizing the corporation to take and bold 
personal property. 

2. .After the amendment of the .Articles of Association, it came to the knowledge 
of the committee, that a case was before the Supreme Court of the State; that of 
[Roman] Catrolic Uhurch of Lexington vs. Toebben, et al., in which the question of 
the right of religious co~·porations of this State to hold realty, is directly involved. 
That ca e has been recently argued and submitted, aud is now under advisement by 
the Supreme Court. 

In view of the fact that a decision in it will undoubtedly hrow light on the 
question involved in our corporation, the Committee deem it proper to suggest that 
further action be deferred until the Court has announced its opinion in the case now 
before it.

'l'llis Committee report to the Convention of 1885 (Journal, pp. 11, 12), that they 
have not hr.en able to take any steps toe tabli h the legality of the charter, srnce they 
could not do o in good faith, not doubting that legality since the amendment was 
made; and no one opposed to the charter woulcl apply for a writ quo warranto. 
Moreover, the case of the Roman Catholic Churcll vs. Toebben, decided in favor of 
that Church, virtually in favor of our charter. 

I do not think a higher handed action could possibly be taken tlrnn was clone by 
this Committee. My motion was "That a committee of three be appointed to take 
steps to test the legality of the charter of the Parochial Trust Fund, and report to 
the next Convention "-that of 1 84. 

The only que tion involv cl was whether the charter gave the Fund lawful 
control over the furniture of the church and Janel given to it; and whether, in the 
event of the sale of the property thus given or devised_ to the Fund, the money was 
ubject to it control, or to that of omeone else. The Committee was appointed to 

make au agreed case, carry it to the Supreme Court, and have the meaning of -the 
cl:wse in the charter given us by the Circuit Court of t. Louis interpreted by the 
court or last re ort. No one, except those who were afraid that by some means their 
property would pas into the hands of the Fund, had any doubt as to the legality of 
the charter, especially of the second clause. A.s to the right of a church corporation 
to bold land for a church, rectory or cemetery, that nev r was questioned by any one 
with a cranium large enough to hold a modicum of gray brain matter. It was the 
econcl ection over which the controversy rnged for so many years. It was to ask 

the Supreme Court to say whether that second clause was lawful. 
But the Committee assumed to themselves the prerogative of the Supreme 

Court, the Bishop and Standing Committee, and the Diocesan Convention, and 
pre urned to make the very change which the Convention opposed, without authority 
from any. I should except from that charge, however, Mr. Geo. D. Reynolds, who 
evidently understood his business, and refused to participate in the unlawful 
proceeding. 

The result of this usnrpation of authority on the part of the majority of the 
Committee is to cloud the title of :ill the property now held by the Fuad, and to 
prevent the carrying out of the very object of its formation. 

I, therefore, offer the following resolution: 
Rcsolvecl, That a committee of three gentlemen, versed in law, be appointed to 

cau e the new second section, attached to the charter of "The Parochial Trust Fnnd 
of the Diocese of Missouri," to be removed, to leave the charter as it was originally 
drawn and recorded, and report to the next Convention.

This Committee is happy to note the completion of a handsome new church at 

Columbia, which will be consecrated early in June. Also the completion and con­secration of a new church at Jefferson City, WP.II equipped, and setting forth, more 
worthily than in the past, the dignity and beauty of the Church at the Sta.te Capitol. 

We also note wi,jh gratification the healthful progress of the Church in Mexico, and other important parts of the Diocese. 
This Committee also point with pride to the building of a new school on the ruins of the old St. James' Building Academy, at Macon. This school will be opened 

early next fall, and will be a monument to the activity and enterprise of one of onr most earnest laymen. We beg leave, accordingly, to express the hope tha.t this school will be thoroughly identified with the Church.

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APPENDIX No. 15. 

To the Rt. Rev. D. 8. Tuttle, 8. T. D., Bishop of Missouri: 

It was on r Bishop who said, in the opening sermon before tbe General Convention 
in Washington, that "Missions were the lementary alphabet as well as the grnndest 
epic poem of the Church." It would be well, then, that every endeavor be made that 
churchmen should hiwe the key to this knowledge. to help them progress beyond this 
alpha.bet, which must always be monotonous. If we look back to our childhood days, 
we may recollect that nothing has ever been as bard to master as the alphabet. Once 
pa ing beyond that with our new combinations o-f lettP.rs, there seems no end to the 
variety to fill our minds, and some are fired with ambition to read, and occasionally 
one to write, the grand epic poems of the world. As we get beyond the rudiments 
of the :Llpbabet o·f Missions, just such new interests await us. The lives of some of 
our Missionaries are the epic poems which are only written in the Lamb's Book of 
LHe, and who would not desire to know more o-f them? 

We members of the Auxiliary Missions Classes are striving to get beyond the 
rudiments of the alphabet of Missions. It was a joy in the Auxiliary meetings in 
Washington, to know that our l\'[issouri classes were regarded as the most successful. 
There was no topic of which our officers were oftener asked to tell than this. Our 
programmes have been sent to many Dioceses, and many Parish as well as Diocesan 
Classes have been inaugurated on our lines. Our l\'[issions Classes seem to stamp our 
individuality as a Diocesan branch. 

Last October, the united offering which represented our thank offerings for 
mercies in the three years past, was taken to Washington and laid upon God's altar, 
at tbe grand triennial ~ervice. That meeting stimds for inspiration and intelligence 
in Missions beyond anything the American Church has yet seen. Our gift of$1,238.84 
helped to make that great one of ~,000.00 to send trained women workers into our 
Missionary fields. We hoped that with that gift some woman might offer herself, 
the highest and best gift. Since then several have entered our training schools, with 
the purpose of becoming Missionaries. Comparisons are not agreeable, and yet have 
their force. Bishop Graves stated last October that the sects hnd sent 600 women 
into the field in China. Shnll we not hang our heads to know that we have sent six'! 

~ince our increased responsibilities have come townrds the Spanish speaking 
people, the prnsicling bishop made a request that the work among them be pushed 
with more earnestness. A circular letter was issued in New York, asking that a 
special officer be appointed to represent this work in the Auxiliary. Miss Parker bas 
been appointed by the Bishop of this Diocese? .:,t. Louis being called the business 
gateway to Mexico, shall we not make it a ,pi ritual gateway ns well? 

In recounting our many blessings, shall we not think first of those who have 
come to help us this past yenr? Bishop Atwill, Bishop Morrison, and last, Bishop 
Rowe. These have long ago forgotten the drudgery of the alphabet of Missions. 
·what a realizing sense of the divine guidnnce of the Church must we feel in the wise 
choice of Bishop Rowe for Alaska, and the opportune season nt which he was sent. 
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He will be one of the heroes in the epic poem of American Missions. For our spiritual refreshment, Dr. Stone, of Chicago, gave a most helpful Quiet Day, and eighteen of our Missouri churchwomen attended the Woman's Auxiliary Triennial Meeting in Washington. 

A great blessing is in store for us, let us prepare to receive it. In October next, the Missionary Council is to be held in St. Louis, the first general Church gathering we have ever had. It will mean such inspiration and knowledge as we have never dreamt of- Clear away every obstacle in your power that might deter you from attending every meeting; open your houses to receive the guests that are coming to us, the Bishops, many Clergymen and Diocesan officers of the Woman's Auxiliary. Learn their methods and experiences, and by their intelligence in Missionary matters, and by their love of the work "study to show ourselves approved unto God, work­men that need not to be ashamed."

To the Diocesan Cunvention: 
Your Committee on Assess1l)ents beg leave to report that they have considered 

the matter of the apportionment of the assessment against the several parishes and 
missions in the Diocese, and as the basis of apportionment have taken the amount 
paid by the several parishes and missions for parochial expenses and salaries, 
organist, choir, and music during the past year. No other items of expenditure have 
been considered. We find that for the purposes named the parishes and missions 
have paid in the aggregate about $70,000. The whole amount to be assessed is $6,500. 
This would result, if followed out with mathematical accuracy, in an assessment 
against each parish and mission of about nine per cent of the amount expended by it 
for the above named items. 

The Committee, however, report that they have not in all cases been able to follow 
out this basis absolutely. Owing to exceptional circumstances in a few cases, the 
details of which can not be stated here, we have been obliged to depa1~ from it in 
those cases. 

With this explanation we submit the following as the assessment against the 
several parishes and missions:

ST. LOUIS, Mo., May 26, 1S99. 
At this, the 33d annual meeting of this Association, and with thankful hearts, we 

should make grateful acknowledgment to the Ruler of all things for the freedom 
from serious loss or misfortune of a.ny kind, which ha.s m'arked our course during 
the twelve months just ended; nor should we be less grateful for the success which 
has attended our efforts here, as shown by material results a.nd otherwise. 
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'rhe reports of the Treasurer and the Secretary are so exhaustive iu the informa­
tion they coi1Vey, as tu leave nothing to be added thereto by me; though I cannot, in 
passing, refrain from complimenting the gentlemen, who severally fill those two 
offices, for labor bestowed and for the very full and satisfactory manner in which our 
affairs are placed before you. 

ln the Secretary's statement is embodied the report of our Superintendent, to 
the interesting details of which your attention is especially inYited. These reports 
show th,it our income bas more thnu kept pace with increased service rendered (both 
pay nucl gratuitous) over the preceding year, and goes to prove conclusively thnt we 
would be wholly self-sust,iining, while doing au equal or greater proportion of charity 
work than at lJresent, if we had increased facilities. 

Our crying want is for more room nnd a better location, but even with the dis­
advantages attendant upon our present surroundings, demand is constantly made on 
us for room we cannot supply. Beyond this, however, our present building is 
entirely inadequate to our needs for many reasons-for example, \Then we built here 
in 1881, there was but little known of training schools for nurses, and no provision 
was made here for such a. feature; but when in 1889, a school o-f the kind was here 
put on trial, and nfterwarcl (in 1891), adopted into our regular hospital system, 
accommodations for the nurses were improvised in the attic of this building. Of 
course, these quarters were meager, uncomfortable and inconvenient, but they are 
still all we have to offer the women of "St. Lukes' Hospital Training School for 
Nurses," either for living or recreative purposes. This school is a very important 
factor in the workings of our institution, and beyond its usefulness along its own 
particular lines, bas become, as will be seen from the Treasurer's report, a source of 
considerable moneyed income to the Hospital. 

On the third clay of the present month, the eighth annual graduatit)g exercises of 
this School occurrecl, on which occasion diplomas as" Skilled Nurse" were bestowed 
upon six women, making the total number of graduates from this school, since its 
organization, fifty-joitr. 

Thi, feature of our system bas come to be regarded as indispensable to the 
proper prosecution of our work, and that better accommodation may be provided 
therefor, should be a strong incentive to the friends of the Hospital in the "New 
Building Movement," which bas beeu lately re-inaugurated. Last year's effort to 
this encl resulteci in conditional subscriptions amounting in all to about $l0,000. 
These still hold good, it is thought, forming a nucleus for the $100,000 it is hoped 
may now be secured for this purpose. 

The committee of gentlemen having this nuitter in hand will probably make a 
report this evening, though as yet its work has but just begun. It will require great 
labor :md earnest liberality to secure this amount of money, but we are hopeful of 
the result, especially so, for the reason that we are to be aided in the effort by the 
chnrchwomen of the City. Our clear Bishop's good wiJe bas generously volunteered her 
services, and with a committee of other ladies, purposes shortly to enter upon the 
task she has assumed. 

On behalf of the Board of Directors, I take occasion to thank the many friends 
of the Hospital for kindnesses shown, and evidences of interest manifested in various 
ways, includiug gifts received, of every kind, during the past ye1tr. Especially are 
we indebted to the "Giving Tuesday" custom, through which so many useful arti­
cles of food, apparel, etc., are supplied, aucl through which medium the weekly 
presence at the Hospital of the women of the Church, so helpful in its effects, is 
enjoyed. 
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For the able internal rna1rngement of our affairs WP. are in~lebted to the skill and 
carefulness or our Superintendent, Mrs. Gertrude M. Gibson, to the exercise of whose excellent judgment may be justly attributed much of the favor in which, we 
have reasou to believe, St. Luke's Hospital is now generally held. 

We find no fitting words through which to express our sense of appreciation of 
the benefits and comfort derived through the untiring labors and devotion to duty of our Medical Staff and our faithful (;haplain, Rev. Allen K. Smith. Constant in 
response to the C!~ll of duty, they are at all times freely ministering to the bodily and 
spiritual needs of our household. For such service rendered our thanks seem 
almost out of place; the reward for same lies in a consciousness of labor carefully 
bestowed, duty IaiLhfully performed. 

And now a word again in reference to our non-excliisiveness. We wish to emJ)basize the fact that our work, charitable and otherwise, is dispensed as freP-ly to 
one person as another. The question of creed or nationality never comes· up. If the 
applicant is a fit subject for admission, physically and mentally, according to the rules 
of the hospital, and THERE'S ROOM, the doors are thrown open, admissi9u freely granted, and nny desired physician or Clergyman promptly summoned and most 
he:irtily welcomed.

APl'ENDIX No. 21A. 

To the Rt. Rev. Bishop of the Diocese, clergy and friends of the Episcopal 
Orphans' Home, your Board begs leave to present the following report: 

ln looking back over the fifty-sixth year of our Home's existence we find it to 
have been a trying one because of the long and severe illnesses with which we have 
had to contend. In the s1Jring it was a tedious time with the measles, and all its dis­
tressing after-effect, and with the winter, both scarlet fever and diphtheria appeared 
among us. 

We are happy to announce to you that the children were beautifully cared for 
during their illnesses. Beside the three women who look after them ordinarily, two 
trained nurses were in constant attendance the greater part of the w·inter. Our 
pleasant infirmary with all its appointments, made it possib'le to nurse the children 
in the mo·st comfortable manner. 

We wish to say that every precaution possible is taken to keep the Home free 
from all disease. No child is admitted '<It any time without a clean bill of health from 
Dr. Saunders,· our physician. Tlle diphtheria was b,uought in this winter by a little 
child who came to .us from the Indian Territory, and who had been a week in the 
Home before jt developed. 

There has been a change of both matron and teacher during the year. Miss 
Batterton, the present matron, coming in in July. Miss Thompson, who had been 
with us two years as teacher, riisigned to take a position in the public schools, her 
place being filled by Miss Rosa Martin, in September. One of our own girls taught 
through the summer months. 

The ki.ndergarten bas proven a success, and th,e school is well t.aught and dis­
ciplined. Those of our children attending tbe public schools have been obliged to 
lose the last half of the year on account of the contagious diseases at tbe Home. 

'iVe are especially grateful for the work we have bee1;1 able to do for our older 
girls. One was graduated in May from the Ba1:nes Business Colleg·e, and went to 
work at once in a clown-town office at $30 a month. She gave tbe Home the first $5 
she earned. Another of our girls was graduated in January from tb'e High School. 
Another, who is studyjng stenography, will finish the course with honors in a few 
weeks, and bas already bad a position offered her. 

The children have had a number of pleasures thro.ugb. ,the yJ3ar, more., perhaps, 
than usual. Through the summer the_y made frequent trips to t,he pa,rks, and were 
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kept out of doors as much as possible. They enjoyed an excursion on the river, and their usual visit to the Exposition in the fall. Thanksgiving Day was very bright and happy, and their Christmas was truly a merry one. Beside the Rome festivities, which were va.ried, the children were entertained on the evening of Holy Inno­cents' Day by St. Peter's Sunday-School, with a ueautiful tree. A present was given each child. For the first time at the Rome, Inst Christmas, every child bung up its stocking-this especially delighted them. 
A bandsorne flag was raised on the Fourth of July, with much ceremony. It floats over us on all national holidays, and helps, we hope, to inspire a love of country in each little heart. The very cold winter proved the.insufficiency of our beating apparatus. Arrangements are being made to put in larger furnaces and pipes during the summer, at a cost of $1,000. 
The Nursery Fund, begun in May, 1898, with $25 given in memoriam, has grown to $210.85. A clay nursery and kindergarten room are sadly needed, and the building of this addition is a plan on which our hearts are set. 
"\Ve appeal for the continued interest of the parishes, and of all fl:iends of the Home, for we have largely to depend on the contributions of our friends to keep the Home up to its present standard of comfort. Our income from investments for the year 1897-1898 :imountecl to little more than $6,000, and our disbursements to nearly $8,000. 
We desire to express our sincere gratitude to Dr. E. W. Saunders, and his able assistant, Dr. Zuharsky, for their faithful and patient attention to our children through their long illnesses; to Dr. Green, the oculist, for bis continued kindness to the Rome; to the Rev. P. W. Fauntleroy, the Chaplain, and to Mr. James Flltherstonh fox bis untiring interest and work in the Rome Sunday-Schools, to Mr. W.R. Wood­ward for500 annual reports given in memoriam. We also wish to thank Mr. Tbos. J{. Skinker, our Legal Counsellor, and the gentlemen of the Advisory Committee. We have received during the year fifty-one children, twenty-eight returned to friends, four adopted, one boy sent to the Missouri School for the Blind. Two boys ran away, but were later restored to relatives, and one little girl was stolen by her mother, July 10th. 
There are, at present, seventy-eight children at the Home.

SECTION 1. • Offerings shall .be made annuaily in every Church in this 
Diocese, for the following pur£OSes, namely: 

First. For the increase of the Permanent Fund for the support o-f the 
Episcopate, ~bich shall li>e made on the_ Second Sunday in Lent, 0r on one of 
the Sundays nearest thereto. 

Secortd. Fol' the increase of the fund for relief oi Clergymen disabled 
by age or disease, ;nd of the widows and orphans of deceased Clergymen, 
which shall be m~de_ on Christma's day or th-e Sunday nearest thereto. 

Third. For the support of the theological students in the Diocese, which 
shall be made 011 the Third Sunday in Advent. 

SEC. 2. -Offeri-ngs shall be made quarterly .by all the congregations of 
this Diocese which do not contribute through the Laymen's Co-operating 
Missio;1ary Society, in behalf of Diocesan Missions. They shall be made 
during the months of February, May, :(\.ugus , and November; but note, that 
where services are held on less than two Sundays in each month, one offering 
for Dioc~san Missions shall suffice. 

SEC. 3. The offerings conte~plated by this Canon shall be forwarded 
immed-iately -to the Treasu,rers of the respective funds. 
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
