9. A member, other than the Chairman of a committee whose report
is under consideration, shall not speak more than twice in the same debate,
nor longer than ten minutes at a time, without leave of the House.

14. All amendments may be considered in the order in which they are
moved. When a proposed amendment is under consideration, a motion to
amend the same may be made. An after-amendment to such second amend-
ment shall not be in order; but when an amendment to an amendment is
under consideration, a substitute to the whole matter may be received. A
proposition different from the one under consideration shall not be received
under color of an amendment or substitute.

The Clergy and Lay Delegates to the Seventy-Seventh Annual
Convention of the Church in the Diocese of Missouri assembled at
Christ Church Cathedral, St. Louis, on May 23d, 1916, at 10 o’clock
a.m.

The Chairman of the Social Service Committee of the Diocese of Mis-
souri in lieu of what has not been done in this Diocese and for the purpose
of contrast, desires to offer the following analysis of work accomplished
by similar committees in other dioceses.

DIGEST OF DIOCESAN SOCIAL SERVICE ACTIVITIES.

A digest has been made by the Joint Commission on Social Service of
the activities of diocesan social service commissions for the year 1915, which
shows that the following commissions are interested in general labor ques-
tions: Bethlehem, Long Island, Western Massachusetts, Pennsylanvia,

Southern Ohio, Western Colorado, Western Michigan, Newark, and New
York.

The following are interested specifically in child and woman labor: Los
Angeles, New Jersey, North Carolina, Pittsburgh, South Dakota, Western
Colorado, Newark, and New York. Southeérn Ohio is interested in mining
questions; Bethlehem and Los Angeles in the safety first movement; Ari-
zona, Long Island, Ohio, Rhode Island, and Southern Ohio, in Sunday ob-
seérvance, which is associated with “one day’s rest in seven” for industrial
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Resofu
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workers; while Arizona, Kentucky, Los Angeles, Long Island, Western

Massachusetts, Oregon, and Pennsylvania, are interested in unemployment.
A statement concerning “The Church and Labor,” by the Rev. (CHRS

Stetson, showed the following facts as under date of about two years ago:

4, (1) Twenty-one dioceses either have sent “fraternal delegates” to cen-
! tral labor unions or maintained close contact with organized labor.
z (2) Seventeen commissions have furthered labor legislation and put
4 themselves publicly on record as favoring an eight hour day.

(3) Twenty-five dioceses are on record as favoring bills, or agitating
to secure labor legislation, for the elimination of child labor.

| (4) Nineteen dioceses report co-operation with the labor movement in
obtaining better working and housing conditions.

(5) Twelve commissions report that the Church, through its represen-
tatives, has been instrumental in settling strikes in New York,
New Jersey, Massachusetts, Ohio, Vermont, Michigan, Illinois,
Maryland, etc.

(6) Thirty-four out of fifty-four dioceses answering Mr. Stetson’s.
questionaire report that working people or wage earners are
not indifferent to our own Church; that in some cases working
people form the back bone of the Church.

(7) Twenty-seven out of these fifty-six dioceses had studied industrial
conditons or were preparing to do so.

Therefore, in view of the splendid work done by other diocesan social

service committees, and because of the inactivity of this committee in this
diocese, the chairman desires to offer the following rsolution:

Resolved, That this Convention desires to put on record its hope that
succeeding conventions may have the pleasure and profit of listening to
adequate reports of constructive work for the advancement of Christ’s King-
dom along social and economic lines.

bishop of Canterbury; Hugh Latimer, the greatest preacher of his day and
Bishop of Worcester; Nicholas Ridley, Bishop of London; John Hooper,
Bishop of Gloucester; Robert Ferrar, Bishop of St. David’s, Wales, and by
other clergymen and lay members of the Church of England—constitutes the
noblest, most heroic and heart-appealing event in the history of that great
Church; and whereas, the said program of the proposed Pageant omits all
these heroic and world-reaching events; now therefore, be it

Ennual Address of the Bisbop of Myissouri
TO THE

Seventy=Seventb Ennual Convention,

Fifty years! I speak in round numbers. It is the count of the
years of my life as bishop. Thirty years! It is the count of my
years as Bishop of Missouri. :

Fifty years! ‘What wonders they have witnessed in discov-
eries and inventions and triumphs of applied science! The ocean
cable, the telephone, the wireless, the X-ray, radium, anasthetics,
the elevator, the automobile, the aeroplane, the submarine! Re-
search and skill and genius have produced wonders and the won-
ders have been so multiplied as to have become commonplaces.
Wonderful advance indeed in what we may call handy ways and
creativg comforts and material betterments. We are glad and
proud of our wonderful age. And we are thankful.

Yet, there is room for doubt whether in the shifting of the
scales of value all that we get hold of is gain. In old fashioned
days the old fashioned virtues were well in evidence. Simplicity,
patience, endurance, the ideal, the poetic, the spiritual, loyalty, for-
bearance, unselfishness, faith and hope and love. But nowadays
these are things pushed to the wall or crowded out by the self-
confidence and energetic cfficiency of the superman, who puts
straightforth the comfortable concomitants and the satisfying suf-
ficiencies of the actual and practical and prosaic and useful of life
without foolishness of feeling or visions of the unreal.

Ah, if you take vision out from the life of man and eternity
out from his thought and the ideal out from his imagination and
feeling out from his heart and soul-hunger out from his inlook
and his uplook, you will find you cannot make the void good with
all the efficiencies of the material or the scientific world; and the
banished sweetness and strength of human experience shall be re-
placed by a wide waste of arid sand.

. Fifty years! Look back upon them. Strong faith, unshaken
ntegrity, stalwart character, unbroken homes, family prayers, in-
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spiring ideals, poetic visions shall be the things you see. You look
and accord a tribute of gratitude and reverence for those past years.

Fifty years of a bishop’s life! In the abstract, they have not
been greatly different from other people’s lives. Sunshine and
cloud, hope and fear, joy and pain, work and rest, success and dis-
appointment, sin and penitence and prayer for forgiveness for the
Savior’s sake have pervaded them all.

In the concrete, things not a few are noticeable.

On October 5, 1866, 1 was elected bishop. Then 41 bishops
made up the House of Bishops. Now 122 bishops are in it. Our
communicants numbered then about 250,000. Now they are a
million. Our communicants then, relatively to the population, were
1 in 175. Now they are 1 in 99. So, speaking in the large, our
Church in the United States in my bishop’s life has, relatively to
population, fairly doubled in strength. Since my election 204
bishops have been consecrated and 123 bishops have died. What a
procession of my brethren gone or going on to hand in account of
their stewardship! When I was elected we had only 34 Dioceses.
Now we have the exact double of that, 68 Dioceses. When I was
elected we had only 5 Domestic Missionary Districts,—Oregon,
Arkansas, The Northwest, Nebraska and Colorado. Now we have
23. Then, we had 3 Foreign Missionary Districts, Africa, China
and Japan. Now we have 9. :

Statistics are not everything. Often they are not illuminating.
Sometimes they are not safe guides. Yet it is to the good, is it not,
to be assured that in fifty years our Dioceses have been doubled in
number, our bishops have been trebled and our communicants have
been quadrupled.

Thirty years of my life as Bishop of: Missouri! That is about
a generation. The heart is touched to think how largely the lives
of the fathers of that generation have closed up to earthly things.
Yet, looking at the Journal of 1886, we find quite a cheery number
of those listed that year still on deck. Not many among the clergy.
Only Drs. Davis and Wilkins, and Messrs. Knox, Mason and Reed.
More among the laity. In the city and the county of St. Louis—
Burgess, Tiffany, Skinker, Judge Dyer, Dr. Saunders, Judge Rey-
nolds, Judson, W. R. Donaldson, W. H. Thomson, John A. Har-
rison, Simmons, Bull, Churchill, Whittemore, McMaster, Water-
worth, Lycett, D. S. Brown, besides those not on duty through in-

firmities—Prof. Snow, Geo. M. Wright and Hough. In the coun-.

try, C. B. Rollins, Scovern, Kellogg, Dr. Alonzo White, H. C.
Scheetz, A. M. Hough, F. T. Meriwether and John Harding.

The Journal of 1886 counted up 58 clergy for the Diocese of
Missouri. This year will list 52. But, in 1890 the Diocese was
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divided ; and one-half this year counts up almost equal to the whole
State in 1886. In communicants the showing is better yet. In 1886
the undivided Diocese had 6,596. To-day our half has 8,749. So,
recalling and recounting some of the days of the years of our own
loved Diocese, we thank God and take courage.

This year two have been removed from our List of Clergy,
Rev. E. J. Hall, who died on January 6, 1916, and Rev. E. D.
Johnston, who was deposed January 3, for reasons not affecting his
moral character.

Only three of the Bishops have departed this life.

Bishop Toll, Suffragan of Chicago, died at 72. Though 68
when consecrated, he was energetic and strong. He filled his short
term of service to the full with diligent industry and loving devo-
tion.

Bishop Biller, of South Dakota, and Bishop Codman, of
Maine, were comparatively young, the former 41, the latter 56. In
reality both were Missionary Bishops, because Maine is one large
missionary field. Into it out from a Boston home of affluence and
culture -Bishop Codman threw himself with godly earnestness and
unremitting zeal for more than fifteen years. Bishop Biller served
only a little more than three years. I am now in charge of South
Dakota and I find out every day how his kindness of heart and
self-sacrificing life bound the people to him in bonds of esteem and
affection.

The dreadful war in Europe presses heavily upon our hearts
and stretches far its hand of violence. Charles Clark, son of
Rev. Loaring Clark, once our Rector of St. Paul’s, Carondelet, and
now Rector of St. Paul’s, Chattanooga,—a student in the University
of the South and preparing for the Holy Ministry,—enlisted in the
British Army, reached the rank of captain and was killed in action
in France.

Death in their homes has come upon not a few of our people.
Among them may be noted Brigham Rollins, of Columbia, Mr.
Brewington and Dr. Ireland, of Hannibal ; Major Towles, of Jet-
ferson City; Mr. Chappell, of Louisiana; Mr. Kendrick, of Canton;
J. W. Mackey, of Palmyra; Mrs. Gill and Miss Hough, of Kirk-
wood, and Mrs. Page, of Ferguson. In St. Louis—Geo. D. Bar-
nard, Wallace Delafield, Kivas Tully, Julius Moulton and Mrs.
Brookmire. These all and many another uncounted in our listed
diptychs stood true and faithful in their generation.

The Bishop Coadjutor will tell you of all these as the chief over
them and the expert under them. In his kindness, besides having
care of all the Mission Stations of the Diocese, he has consented to
take charge of the Parishes of Cape Girardeau, De Soto, Mexico,
Moberly and Monroe.

Looking outside our Diocese and at the work of General Mis-
sions two splendid things done (and well done) challenge attention.
First, our Board of General Missions is out of debt, and its way
of getting out is a fine story.

Yearly deficiencies for current expenses had been for some
years rolling themselves up, one upon another, until they amounted
to $400,000. To go on spelled bankruptcy and ruin. ‘A halt was
called. The $400,000 must be paid, was the word passed along the
lines. An Emergency Fund to that amount must be raised. The
happy thought was suggested and adopted of asking each one and
every one all over the American Church to send in severally the
amount of his or her one day’s income or one day’s salary or one
day’s wage to help specially the Emergency Fund, without stopping
or interfering with other regular gifts and helps. Responses were
generous and wide spread and $430,000 were sent in. That I call a
splendid thing done and well done.

The second splendid thing is to look and see what our Diocese
did. It paid, I think for the first time in its history, its full appor-
tionment. Yes, and overpaid by eleven hundred dollars. I use
round numbers. We were apportioned $13,000 and we paid over
$14,000. The Woman’s Auxiliary paid $2,300 of it. The Sunday
Schools paid $2,400 of it. And $3,200 were sent in from our
Diocese for the Emergency Fund. All that’s a second splendid
thing, and T am proud of it.

Only T hope it won’t be a one dash or one spurt with a falling
back and a falling away after. No, I hope for a sturdy stand and a
steady pull. We have 2700 missionaries,—clergymen, teachers,
physicians, nurses, etc., upon our pay roll. Every one of them
must be paid monthly. We must have a million and a half of
money each year to pay them. Our share is $14,000. Do we not
see how much depends on the forthcoming of our share? And now
that we have had one clean sheet of honorable dismissal in the
reports shall we not determine to keep each year’s sheet clean and
clear? My understanding is that the present current missionary
year does not close till October 1. So that we have till then to make
up our $14,000. Why not repeat for ourselves this year what we
did last and send, each one of us, the one day’s income or the one
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day’s salary or the one day’s wage,—over and above all else of the
regular that we are doing,—so as to help make it sure that Mis-
souri’s record will be all clean and clear and honorable for this
_year also?

Tt is not to be denied that Missouri is a missions loving and a
missions sustaining Diocese. Look at the Sunday School children.
Giving last year $2,400 in their Lenten mite boxes, and $1,300 in
their Missionary Host! Look at the Woman’s Auxiliary. Giving
this year $10,932.67, and thé Junior Auxiliary giving $1,448.70!
Look at the Parishes giving for Diocesan Missions $10,000. and all
this besides special gifts to Hospital Missions and to St. Stephen’s
and to Grace-Holy Cross, and to many other specific places and
things.

T am sure we are all very thankful. Unselfishness brings ever

*its own sweet reward.

The brave effort which the Bishop of Massachusetts and his as-
sociates are making to establish on a sound foundation a General
Pension Fund for the Clergy is worth all approval and encourage-
ment. If the plan be successfully carried out it will mean succor
and relief and wise helpfulness in more lines of direction than one,
to clergy and parishes alike. I hope that we of the clergy will help
on the plan in every way we can; and that the laity, from whom the
needed money to launch it must come, will see that the plan is cal-
culated to promote vigor and efficiency in their pastors by quicken-
ing their energy and brightening their hope, and quite as much
vigor and efficiency in their parishes by providing a wise and kind
method whereby an aged incumbent may willingly retire to give
place to the needed energy of a younger man.

Not a few people have spoken to me this year of the desirability
of holding the session of our Annual Diocesan Convention two
weeks earlier than we do, so as to avoid the excessive heat of an
approaching June. I addressed a questionnaire to the clergy touch-
ing the matter and a majority of the replies favored the earlier
date. I beg therefore to recommend that Article ITI, of the Consti-
tution be amended by striking out “fourth” and inserting “‘second,”
<o that the Convention shall be required to assemble on the second
Tuesday in May. If such change be adopted in this Convention it
would not take effect until confirmed by the succeeding Convention.
But, if it seemed best, the Ecclesiastical Authority could under the
present provisions of Article 1T make the change effective for next
year also.

The General Convention comes to St. Louis in October. It is
no small job we have in hand—to do our duty to it and by it and
for it and in it. But I am greatly pleased with the cheerful and in-
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telligent way in which Churchmen and Churchwomen have taken
up the task of preparation. I have not the slightest doubt but that
you will cordially do all that you will be called on to do in the way
of hospitable welcoming. I have no fears. If we were pushed to
the danger of being worsted all St. Louis would come to our help.
The several committees have so thoroughly well begun their allotted
tasks that I am quite sure “thoroughly well done” will be the ac-
claim when the tasks are finished and rest has come.

Come back early in October, dear friends, so that when Con-
vention opens on October 11th your own homes shall be open and
your arms open and your hearts open in affectionate greeting to the
strange yet kindred Church folk who will pour in upon you. Again
I say, I have no fears. My heart is simply full of loving thanks to
you for all you are doing and all you have done and all you are
going to do in view of the Great Convention.

We are now to address ourselves to the consideration of the
interests of that portion of the Master's vineyard committed to our
care; and to the promotion of those interests to the best in whatever
way God shall provide for us to walk in.

The sounding out of Church Unity is still abroad in the land.
Some disturbances rise up over the sounding of the call. And fears
are entertained lest the outreach after a wider unity may lead to
disruption of our own home unity. I do not share those fears. To
live and let live and to help live is, I think, the real spirit pervading
our Church. She accepts the truth of the maxim—Quot homines tot
sententiae—and she does not desire to cramp and cripple spiritual
aspiration and growth by Procrustean methods.

If her children will practice loyalty and cultivate love, all will
be well. Loyalty, outward and in the concrete, by cordial obedience
to the Prayer Book. Complete obedience strengthens and sweetens
a fine sense of filial devotion. Even such a practice—in itself inno-
cent and edifying—as singing the Gratias Tibi after the Gospel in
the altar service is a bit of jarring discord to that filial devotion
and is disallowed by it.

Then if love can come in and love can flow forth—love for all
those who accept the Lord Jesus Christ for their Savior and strive
to serve Him,—love which makes allowances—love which thinketh
10. evil—love which is the summary of the ten commandments—
love which is itself the eleventh commandment, “a new command-
ment I give unto you that ye love one another”——no differences over
a Panama Conference shall disturb our home unity, and the out-
reachings of a hearty good will to all Christian brethren shall be
wonderfully promotive of the wider unity which God will smile
upon and men be thankful for,

FAnnual Z0O0ress
of the JBisbop Coadjutor of Adissouri.

For the year ended April 30, 1916.

My dear Elder Brother Bishop, and dear Brethren of the Clergy
and Laity:

It is the missionary work of that part of the Diocese which is
committed to my care of which you desire that I should particu-
larly speak.

A year ago we were able to say that no clergyman had “left the
field of the Bishop Coadjutor in the past eighteen months.” To-day
we are able to say that since you and I began our labors together
here four years ago last January, 10 presbyters and one deacon
have been transferred from other dioceses to join my staff; of.
whom 10 continue with us, earnestly and efficiently busy at their
work ; one having travelled on, shortly after his arrival, to the
diocese of Colorado. The first Sunday in May will add still an-
other presbyter to our staff, from the Diocese of Bethlehem; the
second Sunday in May we shall ordain a deacon and give him an
assignment to a rural mission station; and we have the promise
of another presbyter in the middle of June for the rural field.

Field of the Rev. I. I. Clopton—At Illmo a chapel has been
completed, in which our first service was held on the last Sunday
in April. It is very small, of course, only 16x32, for our work
there is in its first beginnings. The cost was a little over $500, and
is nearly paid. When I am advised that $150 will take care of every
outstanding bill, I am to give that amount which is sent to me by
friends in New York.

Mr. Clopton’s base is Cape Girardeau, where the people of
Christ Church have added to the comfort of the rector and his
family by putting a $250 furnace in the rectory. Mr. Clopton has
services every Sunday morning at Cape Girardeau, twice a month
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with the faithful few at Jackson, once a month at Chaffee, once a
month at Bloomfield, and once a nfonth at Illmo.

Field of the Rev. 4. E. Woodward—In December of last year,
the Frisco road moved its offices and operators and dispatchers
from Thayer to Memphis. This took out of Thayer in one day five
of the seven lay officers of Trinity mission and one-third of our
communicants. The best solution of the difficult problem presented
seemed to be to put Thayer in partnership with Poplar Bluff. Rev.
Mr. Woodward, I am glad to say, has agreed to be the pastor of
both congregations, with residence at Poplar Bluff, and hoth con-
gregations are glad to have it so. Once a month services are also
held at Doniphan.

Iield of the Rev. V. O. Penley—The interior of the church at
De Soto has been vastly improved by removing the unsightly stove
on the floor of the nave and substituting a fine new furnace in a
basement at a cost of about $400. Mr. Ward Cunningham, as a
memorial to his dear mother, lately gone to her rest, has wain-
scotted the vestibule with marble, and built sidewalk and steps
approaching the entrance to the church. I confidently hope that
the next bit of parish improvement taken in hand may be the build-
ing of a modest and modern rectory for the kind and good and de-
voted rector and his family. And I hope that it may be under-
taken soon. At Fredericktown Mr. Penley recently presented 2 for
confirmation ; the first confirmations since three years ago, when
there was 1 candidate.© At Ironton conditions have steadily im-
proved under Mr. Penley’s wise pastoral care.

Herculaneum.—Deaconess Sarah H. Sniffen. On November
21, T set apart Miss Sniffen as a deaconess and she has faithfully
continued her good work here, During the year 30 children have
been baptized and four confirmed. Books are eagerly drawn from
our little library; a sewing school and a Sunday School are main-
tained; the League of Lay Readers has supplied Sunday services
during a good part of the year. We have $2,700 for a Deaconess
House and a deed from the St. Joseph Lead Company of a lot
well suited to our need. You will agree with me that it is a good
sign that more than one-half of the $2,700 for the new house comes
from those who live in Herculaneum or who have investments in
the smelter business there. The Deaconess’ salary, $600 per year,
Is also entirely provided by the people who profit spiritually, so-
cially and physically by her ministrations.

Special Missionary—The Rev. F. M. Weddell has again ren-
dered most helpful and efficient service to the Diocese in this work
during the past year. Mr. Weddell has had in his care Valley Park
(two Sunday services a month), Fulton (once a month), Portland
(one Sunday service a month), Sherman (one Sunday service a
month), Overland Park (one Sunday service a month), Florissant
(one Sunday service a month), Baden (one Sunday service a -
month), Bonne Terre, Crystal Cuty, and Herculaneum, occasionally,
Beginning May 1, Fulton will pass into the care of the Rev. George
E. Wharton, of Mexico. Beginning June 1, Overland Park will be
the cure of the Rev. A. P. Rein. Beginning June 1, Crystal City and
Bonne Terre will be the cure of the Rev. Horatio N. Tragitt, Jr.
Valley Park was hard hit by the floods last summer, the water
standing seven feet deep on the church floor. Friends helped Mr.
Weddell to gather sufficient funds to repair the damage to church
and furniture. Just now the glass factory is closed down and the
church is suffering with the industrial depression of the town. It
is difficult to prophesy what next.

Mr. Weddell has worked most untiringly and successfully. He
has baptized 10 persons and presented 9 for confirmation. I feel
that the spiritual results accomplished have more than emphasized
the wisdom of his appointment. Mr, Weddell is greatly beloved
and entirely believed in by all to whom he ministers. The Mis-
sionary Board appropriates $900 toward his salary. The balance
and the travelling expenses are paid by the places which he serves
and the Bishop Coadjutor.

Moberly and Mexico—These both are parishes and not mis-
sions.  Until February of this year they were in the hands of
Bishop Tuttle. 1In February Bishop Tuttle asked permission to
transfer them to my care. The two parishes have entered into
partnership and each has called as rector the Rev. George E. Whar-
ton, rector of St. David’s church, Scranton, Pa., who leaves 2 par-
ish of over 300 communicants because we have urged him to come.
Mr. Wharton is a graduate of Seabury Divinity School and has
taken courses in the Theological Department of Yale University.
Grateful to him for coming, we welcome Mr. Wharton to our
staff May 1, and pray God’s blessing on him and the congregations
committed to his charge. The rectorship at Mexico has been va-
cant 15 months, that at Moberly, five years. I have assigned to
Rev. Mr. Wharton also the charge of the mission at Fulton,

Kirksville—FEight months ago the Rev. Rufus D. Putney came
from Berkeley Divinity School to take charge of Kirksville, which
had been without a pastor since July 1, 1910. When he came, I
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gave him the names of 22 persons, all whom I could find who
seemed to have any attachment to the Church. At the end of six
months Mr, Putney reported that he had enrolled 41 communi-
cants from the Osteopathic College and the Normal School; that he
had enrolled 40 communicants from the city; that there were 36
supporters of the Church through the Duplex Envelope System;
that sidewalk and paving bills amounting to more than $700 had
been tackled and $200 paid on them; that $20 of Diocesan assess-
ments and apportionments would be paid before the meeting of this
Convention; that the $30 apportionment for General Missions
would be met before September. Mr. Putney has baptized 6 per-
sons and has presented 8 to me for confirmation. Mr. Putney
writes: “In time, by careful work, the Church can be made strong
in Kirksville, and the fact that we have 41 communicants in the two
schools here shows the need for regular services.” 1 feel that the
Diocese owes a debt of gratitude to this man for taking hold of a
proposition that would have staggered many a man, and handling
it so well. And T cannot speak in too high praise of the good peo-
ple of Kirksville for their willing co-operation with him who was
sent to lead them in the things they hoped to do. They are at his
back and not on his back. I have been there several times and I
have seen. By the good blessing of God, I have every reason to
hope that a new church will stand on our corner lot in Kirksville in
another year. It is sorely needed.

Coming in from the rural field let me speak of some points in
St. Louis.

Baden—At two Conventions I have reported to you that Sister
Miriam had a Sunday School away out at the northern terminus
of the Broadway car line. During the past year, the little, unat-
tractive, inaccessible upstairs flat where the venture began has been
outgrown and we now have the exclusive use of a well-located and
attractive chapel in the 8000 block on the Hall's Ferry Road. The
chapel is given us rent free by a congregation of Presbyterians who
no longer have need of it. Sister Miriam rents an humble flat in
the midst of the people and daily passes in and out among them,
doing good. Mrs. Scott, of St. George’s, who plays the organ, and
Mr. and Mrs. Lonsdale, of St. Mary’s, have helped much in the
work of the Sunday School. We have increased the curriculum
by appointing the Rev. F. M. Weddell to have Evening Prayer
two Sundays in a month. The first Sunday in May of this year I
shall be asked to confirm 10 persons at Baden, the first class ever
presented there, the God-given increase of a tiny seed cast in two
years ago.
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St. Luke’s, Harney Heights—Almost at the northern terminus
of the Union car line, the Rev. R. M. Hogarth and I spent two
or three days prospecting in May of a year ago. Encouraged by
finding a number of individuals fond of the Church and belonging
to the Church, whose nearest church was more than 20 blocks awayb,
Mr. Hogarth rented a small cottage in Harney Heights and heid
the first service in it last August. In less than eight months the
necessity was apparent to enlarge the place of our tent. Mr. Ho-
garth and his men and women got busy; an excellent corner lot
close by was bargained for; a three-year-old portable chapel which
had cost new $1,200 was bought on easy terms and moved ; T have
organized the congregation into St Luke’s Mission (it had been
Grace Mission, unorganized) and on Palm Sunday we held our
first service in the newly acquired chapel and I confirmed a class of
11.  Splendidly successful has this venture been. Our lot and
building represent an investment of $1,350. $250 was granted by
the Missionary Board; $600 was subscribed by the congregation
and generous friends in St. Louis; and there is an unpaid balance of
$550 which the members of the mission will gradually whittle off.
St. Luke’s, as soon as the new chapel was occupied, voted to raise
$100 toward a minister’s stipend, and I have appointed Revy, Mr.

Hogarth to have charge in connection with St. Timothy's, St. Louis,
and Jennings.
